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Case study: 18th Century French Gold unit.

0ffering a full and unusually wide array of services allowing us to create and deliver solutions to meet almost any requirement.   A typical example of this is the cabinet InvisibleAV.com created for one of our clients in Holmer Green, High-Wycombe:
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On site, a large and busy alcove, full of top-flight Hi-Fi equipment, amps, control gear and lots of cable-signal wires.   We were surprised to discover this is how the original system supplier had left it upon installation (image to left, below)!
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 We immediately asked our client what kind of effect they wanted.  For example: Did they want the equipment housed so as “to blend away” and be almost un-noticeable in the room?

To achieve this we offered to create a fake new wall at the front of the alcove.  All that would be seen are the shadow lines of the doors.  Hand finished to faithfully match the existing hand painted wall finish in the room onto our new fascia.

Or would they rather the installation look like a separate, stand-alone unit?   

The new unit would be a piece of furniture in its own right.  As opposed to a wall or disguised finish.

After a graphical presentation showing mock up of the proposed design it was decided that we would design a piece of furniture that looked novel in the room.  Our client showed us a magazine picture and asked us if we could create “something like this?”  

That is exactly what we did.

Before any work commenced we laid dustsheets and boards of fresh hardboard to protect the deep-pile cream carpet.  Care and protection of our client’s environment is a paramount concern. 
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A major part of the project was to move and extend all the original cabling by some three meters.  This process alone took three days and included high quality soldered extensions to signal and power cables as well as special control cabling.   To hide the cables we chased a channel terminating behind our new installation, we plastered over the new routing and this “patch” of plaster was matched to suit the surrounding hand coloured finish (detail image, right). 

Once the cables were extended, we could start to construct the high strength structural shelf.  The shelf was the crux of the new unit.  It was designed to take the full weight of the existing B&O TV.     In future, a large Plasma screen would be installed. The shelf measures over four feet square and is true and square to +/-1 mm.

During construction our client decided to alter the original agreed design, no problem, we discussed the alteration to the CD storage-giving more scope for a larger plasma at a later date.  

The entire unit incorporates full thermal extraction through an exterior wall, and cool white fluorescent fast acting illumination.  All triggered by million operation discreet micro-switches.

The main doors are high stability MDF, sealed and ready to take any finish.  Bespoke antique Gold raised mouldings were fixed to the doors.   Hand finished in French off white, the doors and Gold leaf finished mouldings were dirtied down to give an aged and used look, exactly as our client wished.
